Studies in Anglicanism and Ecumenism

A general overview of theological work in
Anglicanism since the 16th century is followed

by an in-depth exploration of key areas. While
clarifying the identity of Anglicanism, the course
also provides greater understanding of the
challenges and possibilities of modern ecumenism,
centered on Anglican interdenominational
dialogue.

Studies in Christian Ethics

What methods are available and appropriate in
seeking accord between Christian ethics and the
‘real world'? Participants are asked to present their
own approaches, whether in past experiences

or future goals, which will be critically examined
and discussed by the group. This process enables
individuals to improve their methods by identifying
likely challenges and their causes as well as by
examining ideal forms of such accord.

Studies in History of Christianity

The course examines the history of Christianity
from medieval to modern times through the
establishment and development of European
monasticism. Through the investigation of

Graduate School of Christian Studies

European-style monasticism, students will also
consider the Europeanization of Christianity and
the acceptance of European Christianity. They will
also consider how European culture was supported
by and had flourished because of monasteries.

Studies in Christian Art

What role has artistic expression, namely, visual
images played in the Christian world? This practical
course involves research into various artistic works,
spanning from early Christianity to modern times,
based on a theme adopted each year (e.g., ‘Light in
Christian paintings’). Through this, students learn
about the relationships between visual images
and texts such as the Bible, as well as the close
links between artworks and contemporary history
and culture, and develop the ability to appreciate
individual works for themselves.

Seminar in Biblical Studies
(Hebrew Bible) 1

Participants read the First Book of Kings in Hebrew
critically from the viewpoints of redaction and
tradition history. The class consists of participants’
well-prepared presentations on the text and
discussions on the presentations. Participants are

expected to read biblical Hebrew as well as bible
commentaries and scholarly works in English and
German. Presentations are followed by group
discussion.

Seminar in Biblical Studies
(New Testament) 1

The course consists in exegetical study based on
readings of the original text (in ancient Greek)

of the First Epistle to the Corinthians. Individuals
prepare by reading their allocated modern
language commentaries. Presenters examine the
original text based on all commentaries and other
secondary references of their choosing, providing
their own explanation of the text for group
discussion.

Seminar in History and Study of Religions

Deconstructionist analysis of the concept of
“religion” spurred the reconsideration of the
framework upon which traditional religious studies
had relied, and thereby provided an opportunity
for greater self-awareness and reflection on the
social embededness of institutionalized religious
studies. However, what practical implications

did such conditions have on individual religious
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studies? This course examines various issues
regarding the conventional concept of religion
in order to evaluate the current state of religious
studies.

Seminar in Christianity in Asia

Regarded as generally receptive to foreign ideas
and technologies, Japan has simultaneously
demonstrated an emphatic rejection of particular
ideologies, such as Christianity and communism.
Focusing on the process of the formation of the
nation-state and the ideologies that sustained

it, this course critically examines the history and
future possibilities of Christianity in Japan.

Seminar in Field Work 1

This is a workshop-style course focusing on
reading, listening, talking, and expressing. We often
take listening and talking for granted, but will

learn that they can actually determine the quality
of life and become a source for resilience against
difficulties in life. Students’ active participation is
expected.

Organ Lessons 1

This course enables experienced musicians to study
various forms of organ performance from different
countries, periods, and denominations, providing
the necessary knowledge and skills to perform

in church services. Working in groups, students
cultivate an objective and accurate musical ear

by listening to each other’s performances. In
addition to organ compositions, students learn
how to accompany hymns, chants and psalms,
and examine the relationship between music and
words.

Choral Conducting 1

This course seeks to provide the fundamental
knowledge and skills necessary to conduct a choir
in order to enrich the role of music in worship. The
general format comprises practical group lessons,
although additional individual instruction is given
as required. Working with hymns and chorales,
students learn the fundamentals of vocalization,
pronunciation, vocal delivery, and conducting.
Students gain experience leading and participating
in group practice, discussing outcomes to explore
paths toward better conducting.

Seminar in Congregational Song 1

The aim of this course is to provide an
understanding of British church music, as well as
knowledge of church music in the pre-Reformation
Roman Catholic mass and post-Reformation
Anglican Church. In the UK, religious music is
divided between the choir (especially cathedrals
and chapels) and the congregation (parish church
music); as such, these are explained separately in a
lecture format that incorporates audio and written
music.

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Prof. Abe researches the history of Christian
thought in medieval Europe, with a focus on
Meister Eckhart and German mysticism. From
the perspective of philosophical anthropology,
he explores the significance of the history
of Christian thought and churches, from
medieval to modern times, on our current
understanding of ourselves and humanity.
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Prof. Hasegawa researches the world of the
Hebrew Bible through the study of both historical
sources and archeological discoveries. Focusing
on the first millennium BCE, he seeks to place the
history depicted in the Hebrew Bible within the
broad scope of the history of ancient Near East.
Other areas of interest include the formation of
the Hebrew Bible as a written document and its
concepts of history. He also values examining
the world of the Hebrew Bible through artifacts,
participating in summer excavations in Israel.

Prof. Kato's research focuses on the development
of Western European religious thought and
Christian history in relation to the political
from the Reformation to modern day. In order
to clarify the relationship between religion
and politics in the early enlightenment, he has
shed light on the Jewish philosopher Baruch
Spinoza and other radical thinkers, as well as the
theological and philosophical controversies that
surrounded them. In addition, he is interested
in the implication of the relationship between
religion and politics in contemporary society.
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Focusing on the key concepts of ‘forgiveness’
and ‘promise, Prof. Kim continues to explore
how people’s experiences of pain in specific
fields, both within and outside the church,
are heard and how this provides moments
of salvation. Based on real experiences of
multiculturalism and references to historical
precedents, he also seeks to examine
the possibility of reconciliation, and how
opportunities for physical reconciliation might
arise, in an age of hatred and violence.
